The three FASCINATING FACTS shown on the glog but separate from the paper.
A sample of their contribution (s) to mathematics

V. Conclusion
a. Restatement of the thesis

b. The conclusion should contain a definite, positive statement or call to action, but that statement needs to be based on what you have provided in the essay.

c. Suggestions

- include a brief summary of the paper's main points. 

-ask a provocative question. 

-use a quotation. 

-evoke a vivid image. 

-call for some sort of action. 

-end with a warning. 

-universalize (compare to other situations). 

-suggest results or consequences.

d. If an argument essay, summarize your argument with some degree of authority
this paragraph should leave your reader with no doubt as to your position.

e. Be powerful as this is the last thought that you are leaving with the reader.
